If the run is considered passably good the Hares will be awarded a score and a
Down Down, if the run is considered to be below standard for Lakeside HHH
the Hares will be awarded a negative score and a Down Down with shame (i.e.
on their knees)”

We have been most fortunate to not have any “below standard” runs this year —and
as a further refinement, perhaps any “below par” runs could be classified according
to the Bristol Stool Chart — A diagnostic tool from the Bristol Royal Infirmary
developed as a clinical assessment. For instance “... this weeks run was a real type 6”
